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A person or company required to pay a system fee must pay the fee through SEDAR+.

The regulator or the securities regulatory authority may grant an exemption from
this Instrument, in whole or in part, subject to such conditions or restrictions as may
be imposed in the exemption.

Despite subsection (1), in Ontario, only the regulator may grant such an exemption.

Except in Alberta and Ontario, an exemption referred to in subsection (1) is granted
under the statute referred to in Appendix B of National Instrument 14-101
Definitions, opposite the name of the local jurisdiction.
